living, over age. 

6. “Miss” Mattocks, deceased, leaving 3 children, majors. 

7. Clara Jaggers, deceased, leaving “Monk” (Ronzo) Jaggers, about 22. Rhodelle Jaggers, 20 yrs. 

8. Henrietta (“Shug”) Jackson Manning, living, about 40. 

9. Alfred Jackson, living, about 28 yrs old 

10. Henry Jackson, deceased, do not think he was married. 

11. John Jackson, 63 years old, living, born in slavery of another mother 

12. Griff Jackson, 68 years old, living 

13. Lou Jackson Peevy, deceased, leaving  

a. Ollie Peevy Benton, living, about 50, 

b. Willie Ann Franklin, deceased, leaving 

i. Lizzie (married, living in swamp below Monroe) 

ii. Lela, living, about 35 

c. Rena Peevy, died unmarried. 

d. Warsy Peevy Tyson, living, about 30 yrs. 

e. Parrilee Peevy (married, died leaving children) 

f. Donie P. Holliday, deceased, leaving Lissie, over 21, living 

g. Hardy Peevy, living, over 21 yrs.

1. Parrilee Peevy Mitchell, died more than 20 years ago, leaving 4 children all now of age, lived 

down at ‘Crew Lake” 

2. Donie Peevy Holliday died about 5 yrs. Ago, leaving one child, Lissie, now over age and living in 

Mississippi. 

3. Myra Jackson Williams died about 3 yrs ago, leaving Ollie Morris, who died about 7 yrs. Ago at 

age of 24, leaving Ollie B. 13, Effie May, 12, Robert 8 & one young[er?]. Ira Williams living, 

about 25, savannah “Sis” Jackson, living about 23, Della Benton, living, over age, & one Lucy? 

Who died in infancy; Lyddy Armstrong, 19 died leaving no children. 



4. Dilcy “Miss” Mattocks, died Sept. 1898, leaving Millie Mattocks, living, about 40, Matthew 

Mattocks, living, 38 Belle Mattocks, 37, living, Homer Mattocks, 36, living, & one died in 

infancy. 

5. Henrietta Jones, living, about 40 years old. 

6. Clara Jaggers, died more than 20 years ago leaving Rhodelle (living) about 20 or 21, & “Monk”, 

living about 18, & one died in infancy. 

7. Marion Jackson died about 25 years ago lived at Whites, Ark., lot of children, one named Lucy. 

8. Henry Jackson died about 25 yrs. Ago, leaving two children, an Arkansas. 

9. Rena Peevy died in February 1899, at age of 18.
